With his other establishments thriving, Love 
knew it was finally time to fill that gap with The Love Shack.   He has been involved in 
every aspect of this new venture, beginning with hand-picking a prized Angus steer at 
the annual Fort Worth stock show and rodeo to ensure top quality meat and to serve as 
the first thousand burgers at The Love Shack.  
 
The Love Shack shares outdoor deck space with sister property The White Elephant 
Saloon, allowing guests of both to enjoy the beautiful surroundings and live music 
performances.  While The Shack offers seating, people are encouraged to take their 
food and drinks to go for a stroll through the nearby stockyards or a picnic along the river 
bank.   
 
The Love Shack will join Tim Love’s other Fort Worth establishments, The Lonesome 
Dove Western Bistro, Duce, and The White Elephant Saloon, as a pioneering restaurant 
in the cowboy tradition.
